A Category IV
Institution (Masters and Doctorate degree-granting), accredited for a five-year
period, with a self-study, on-site team evaluation and review by the Accreditation
Commission within this five years (2006-2011).

 Christ’s College, Tanshui Taipei, Taiwan, ROC.  A Category II Institution
(Bachelor’s degree-granting) accredited for a five-year period, with a self-study,
on-site team evaluation and review by the Accreditation Commission within this
five years (2006-2011).
